
GUIDELINES  FOR COMPETITION  AT  IOWA  DISTRTICT  RALLY 
 
 To participate in any competition,  50/50  or any event at the Iowa District Rally, you 
must have a Rally armband. 
 
 All sign-up sheets for Rally competitions will be available at the District Information 
Booth/Snack Bar.  With the exception of the Bike Show, Mascot, Shirt & Jacket Competition, 
all entries will be brought to the Information Booth/Snack Bar.  All judges for the competitions 
will pick up their score sheet packets at the Information Booth/Snack Bar.  All competition 
entries that were left at the Information Booth may be picked up at the Information Booth 
after the competition judging. 
 

BANNER  COMPETITION 
All  banners will be judged on the following criteria: 

 Gold Wing Road Riders Association and/or GWRRA and/or GWRRA logo 
 Chapter  Designation 
 District  Designation 
 Region  Designation  (must be current) 
 Organization 
 Content  (Layout) 
 Attractiveness 
 

WINDSHIELD  COVER 
All of the following elements will be considered in the judging process: 

 Gold Wing Road Riders Association and/or GWRRA and/or GWRRA  logo 
 Chapter  Designation 
 District Designation 
 Region Designation  (must be current) 
 Location of Chapter 
 

COOKIE  CONTEST 
The following elements will be considered in the judging process: 

 One  (1)  cookie entry per person 
3-6 cookies per entry 
Appearance 
Taste 
Texture 
 
 ****Please attach the cookie recipe to your entry.  DO  NOT  put your name on 
the recipe.  Your entry number will be attached to the recipe. 
 



CHAPTER  SHIRT/JACKET  COMPETITION 
   
  Chapter shirt or jacket will be placed on a hanger and taken to the Information 
Booth/Snack  Bar.  The following criteria will be considered in the judging process: 
 GWRRA  Designation  (either letters “GWRRA”  or  GWRRA  logo) 
 Chapter  Designation 
 District  Designation 
 Appearance 
 
 
 

MASCOT 
  Mascots will be judged on the bike and must be something that can be safely 
attached without hindering the safe operation of the motorcycle. 
  NOTE:  Any  “Mascot”  that normally rides with the rider and talks on the 
intercom, taps the rider’s helmet, want a rest stop or says that it is time to eat, IS NOT 
ELIGIBLE TO PARTICIPATE as a  Mascot! 
 
 
 

CHAPTER  NEWSLETTERS 
 

  Only  2007  Newsletters will be considered in the judging process.  Three (3) 
Newsletters will be used in the judging.  You may leave your Newsletters in a binder if you have 
them that way, but only three (3) Newsletters will be considered by the judges.

CHAPTER  SCRAPBOOKS 

   
  Only  2007  Scrapbooks will be considered in the judging process.  The 
scrapbook may not be larger than 12” x 12” or smaller than 6” x 6”.  Judging will be based on the 
following: 
 
 The first four (4) items must be located on either the front cover or the first page of 
the scrapbook.

BIKE  SHOW 
 
 Bike Show will follow GWRRA Guidelines as outlined in the Officer’s Handbook.  Judging 
and classes will follow the same GWRRA  Guidelines. 
 
 

CHAPTER  CAMPSITE and INDIVIDUAL  CAMPSITE 
 
 Judging of Campsite  (Chapter & Individual) will be based on the following: 
  Cleanliness 
  Chapter  Designation 
  GWRRA  Logo 
  Friendliness of campers to Judge(s) (not knowing that the person(s) is a  Judge)
